NURS 113-Fundamentals of Nursing

Course Description

NURS 113: Fundamentals of Nursing Introduces the theoretical concepts of clinical reasoning,
nursing process, teaching-learning, culture, caring, growth and development, evidence-based
practice, delegation, conflict, and basic human needs as they relate to nursing care.
Psychomotor and affective skills are taught and practices. PRE-or COREQUISITE(S): A grade of C
or better in BIOL 150, NURS 121, ENGL 102/ENGL 103; or consent of program coordinator.
COREQUISITE(S): NURS 114. Three hours lecture/discussion, 12 hours clinical each week.
