Demographic Highlights

Students are younger. The average age is 23.1, down from 23.9 in fall
2022.

53.4% are female; 46.3% are male

White students continued to decrease (19.0%), while Hispanic students
increased to 29.0% as the largest race/ethnic group.

First-time-ever-in-college (FTEIC) enrollment increased by 9.4%, with
306 more students.
